REPORTS OF OFFICERS 
President / Gerhard Mengel: Mengel presented a written report of highlights of major activities. (attached)
Vice President / Nick Radu: Presented a written report of his notes from the Region II summer meeting (attached)   
Corresponding Secretary / Jack Ciraulo: Reported he attended the Region II summer meeting.    
Recording Secretary / Cindy Dillon: The U of M Women’s Soccer team is offering tickets to the August 26 at 7 pm game for $3 for children $5 for adults. Dillon will forward info to the leagues.
Treasurer / Dyann Pugliese: Written reports presented. (Attached).  Received USASA Grant info and will email it to all the leagues. Once she completes the minutes from the Region II meeting she will email them to the Michigan leagues to keep them informed on what is happening. I created a new line item, Admin Officers Travel, to remove the MSA officers travel from the Tournament travel expenses, (such as when Mengel traveled to the Region II National Cup Finals). This will allow us to better track the amount given to the teams for tournament travel. The amount indicated now is overstated because my hotel bill and 1/4 of the car rental will be covered by the Region. I have received a check from Soccerfest but I didn’t get any documentation to know what it covers. 
One of the teams entered in the T of C did not show, their bond was held and the Region’s Board voted to divide the $500 between the two teams affected by their failure to show. The Michigan Sporting will receive ½ of the amount. 
Administrator / Dyann Pugliese:  The field insurance expires August 31, so leagues playing in September need to get new insurance. The player insurance is changing also. The new carrier is K&K starting Sept 1st, 2011. Under the new policy liability is 5k coverage. Some of the States have opted out of the insurance. Pugliese is not in favor of that.  A detailed description from Radu’s report was read. 

The National Office is moving to Chicago. Two part time people have been hired and none of the current staff are moving with it.
