Agenda approved with additions.. 
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
MOTION: Made by Radu seconded by Dillon to approve the minutes with the following corrections; Under the Treasurers Report: change to ‘Lisa Webber noted that GotSoccer is a very user-friendly program that allows uploading of pictures and birth certificates drivers Licenses’. Motion carried.
REPORTS OF OFFICERS 
President / Gerhard Mengel:  Mengel thanked the members for supporting the International soccer game, sponsored by Triple Sports. There were 30,000 in attendance. They hope to use this to help bring a MLS team to the area. The grass was donated to the Hispanic League in Detroit to refurbish their fields. 
Vice President / Nick Radu: No report.
Treasurer / Dyann Pugliese: Pugliese distributed a treasurer’s report.  There is $5300 on the record of bounced checks. One was from a league and the others were cup entrée fees. Lengthy discussion regarding the way the report is presented; cash basis reporting instead of accrual reporting that was decided on at the July meeting. It may not be the clearest way to report the account status. Dillon is concerned that the books are not up to date because we allow leagues to hold their registration fees until after the USASA deadline. Mengel stated that since we were unable to report the accurate number of registrations we lost a vote (from 4 to 3) at the midyear meeting. Mengel doesn’t understand why leagues that started playing in April still have not paid; fines will be applied according to the by-laws. Pugliese reported she received an email from the MASL new president asking to have something placed on the website. She informed them that it is for member leagues only. He was surprised to hear that his league was not affiliated. Pugliese is concerned that players think they are covered by the insurance ant they are not.  Mengel instructed Pugliese to send letter to the leagues whose accounts are not up to date. The MPSL was the only league that responded. She will resend the request for payment out again. The audit would be done by the next board meeting. Dillon is baffled as to how players are allowed to play without paying which means they are uninsured. 
MOTION made by Ciraulo seconded by Murphy to change back to the accrual method of accounting. Motion defeated.

MOTION made by Ciraulo seconded by Radu to remove Wheeler as the certifying accountant and bring in outside help to assure it is accomplished by next month. Motion withdrawn.

Corresponding Secretary / Jack Ciraulo:   Ciraulo reported that eleven of the thirteen leagues are in good standing. 
Recording Secretary / Cindy Dillon: Thanked Mengel for the opportunity to attend the Soccer game and expressed regret at being unable to attend.

State Referee Administrator / Carols Folino: Folino reported they used the International game as a teaching opportunity for referees who officiate adult games. In regards to the MASL not being affiliated; Folino will remind the referees that any abuse or assult cannot be addressed in non- affiliated games. He will not do referee assessments during non-affiliated games. Gojcaj had a question regarding a referee shortening a game due to one team being late. 
State Coach / Chris Corteg: Absent
Director / David Altesleben: Altesleben thanked Mengel for the opportunity to attend the International game.  

Director / Walter Hnatiuk: Hnatiuk inquired again as to the status of the Coaching certificate for Haybot Alos. Pugliese followed up on it and will make sure the MSA issues a certificate for him.

REPORTS OF COMMITTEES

Rules Committee: Pugliese reminded the members that any proposed changes to the rules must be submitted to the Association office by August 31, 2010. 
Disciplinary Committee / Nick Radu: Radu thanked the members who had attended tonight’s disciplinary hearings.  There was one case to be adjudicated, the individual has a history and is suspended until 2013, and he will have to submit proof of having attended an anger management class. They have been requesting the previous individuals submit a letter of apology to the referee before returning to play.   
National Cup Competition / Gerhard Mengel: The Carpathia Kickers are the Region II Amateur Men’s champions and went to the National Finals in Philadelphia July 31-August1, they lost in the finals. They were still eligible to represent Region II in the Werner Fricker Men’s Open Cup, they played a good game first round and they lost the in the finals on penalty kicks. They were the first team to make it to the Werner Fricker Men’s Open finals from Michigan. Mengel was very proud of both teams; they played well and displayed good sportsmanship. As a manager she felt that Gotsoccer was a good improvement. Mengel asked how the payments went on Gotsoccer, Dillon commented that they did not use that option this year. It was also noted that they may have overpaid by 6 players. Pugliese said an adjustment would be made to the next payment. The league registrar is compiling the list of players.   The league sponsored 12 players in various fund raising events. They are looking into having a bowl-a-thon in honor of Ursula Viet.
Michigan Premier Soccer League / Phil Murphy:  Murphy said that MPSL League Cup final on August 13, 2010 at 6:30 pm at the Carpathia Club. The Board is welcome. These are the some of the teams that went to the National Cup finals. They have had some problems getting the league games in addition to the Cup games.  This is a result of their teams being so successful. 
Michigan United Soccer League / Nick Radu:  The league is requesting a copy of the bank statements. Pugliese noted that Wheeler currently has all the statements. Pugliese stated that the league review at all the statements. It is unusual to make copies to be dispersed.  When the information is returned to Pugliese the MUSL will be able to come into the office to review them. They had a successful league cup with hundred of spectators. He thanked Mengel for attending. The MUSL withheld paying registration fees until their questions were answered
