APPROVAL OF AGENDA 
Agenda approved. 
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
MOTION:  to approve the minutes, carried.
REPORTS OF OFFICERS 
President / Gerhard Mengel:  Mengel announced the appointment of Tony Gojcaj as Director to fill one of the two open director positions.  Steve Wilson had resigned from the Board.  He presented the financial report of the Gerhard Mengel State Cup.  Noting that the budgeted amount for player travel to the Tournament of Champions finals would be less than $75/player, Mengel asked that the Board consider reallocating remaining funds from the GMSC to the Tournament of Champions player travel.  

A motion was made by Nick Radu, Vice President, and seconded by Dyann Pugliese, Treasurer, to reallocate the remaining funds of the Gerhard Mengel State Cup to the Tournament of Champions Regional Finals travel to provide $75/player.  Although the amount per player remains unchanged, the total amount of the travel stipend to the players can exceed the budgeted Tournament of Champions travel.  Motion approved.  Harold Kirkwood questioned the actual budgeted amounts.  Although the GMSC was under budget, he asked why we are spending money that we do not have.  He noted that an Indoor Tournament was held, an expense not in the budget.  

Vice President / Nick Radu: No report.
Treasurer / Dyann Pugliese: Pugliese had prepared the financial report for the GMSC.  She presented a thank you letter from the Petoskey Youth Soccer Association, a member of the MSA, for the MSA’s support of their youth/adult summer tournament.  A letter mailed to the President of the Hispanos Unidos Soccer League (Pontiac) requesting league affiliation payment and team registrations has gone unanswered.  She asked permission to place the league in not in good standing.  The Board approved.  Discussion continued regarding the submittal last year of an insurance claim by a player who played for a league that did not affiliate.  The league had implied to MSA that it would be submitting player fees and registrations which it did not.  The players assumed that they were insured through MSA.  Pugliese refused to submit the claim despite the assurance of the league that the fees would be shortly coming.  It was an unfortunate circumstance for the player.  In the future, player claims will not be submitted if the affiliated league is not current in its player registrations.  Kirkwood asked about the status of the audit.  To date, no audit report had been received.  
Binders have been set up for office use that contain disciplinary records, Hall of Fame information and field certificates of insurance.

Payment and player registrations had been received from Kathy Coyne for Soccerfest.  The check enclosed was issued on the account of Rocker Soccer.  Pugliese stated that MSA was told that MPSL had administered the tournament.  Other organizations (Pato’s Soccer, Petoskey Youth) affiliate with MSA in order to host adult tournaments.  To accept a check from Rocker Soccer circumvents the requirement that associations be members before MSA sanctions their play or tournaments.  Also, a receipt for a $500 donation by the MSA was included.  The MSA Board had not approved any donation to Soccerfest.  Phil Murphy (MPSL) asked that MSA send back the Soccerfest check to Coyne and that MPSL would handle it.

Discussion on why players are being given travel funds without registration fees being paid.  Nick said that although players are not legal until fees are paid, some leagues are having a difficult time collecting.  MUSL is trying to collect from teams and may suspend some teams from play until fees are paid.

Pugliese presented USASA’s online registration program that may be required as early as next year.  She believes that it will solve many registration problems.  Texas adult soccer has a program that players log on to, complete the registration form, pay online, and their pass card with number can then be printed for them to affix their picture.  It is similar to pre-printing a boarding pass for air travel.  Lisa Weber noted that GotSoccer is a very user-friendly program that allows uploading of pictures and drivers Licenses.  Kirkwood stated that MUSL’s registration program allows the printing of rosters and game reports.

Corresponding Secretary / Jack Ciraulo:   Ciraulo asked what further can be done to insure that referees are not refereeing to high of a level of game.  This is happening in the MPSL women’s division that is being assigned officials who cannot keep up with the game.  This is not acceptable.  Kirkwood suggested that MPSL’s referee evaluation sheets also be sent to the MSA.

State Referee Administrator / Carols Folino: Excused

State Coach / Chris Corteg: Absent
Director / David Altesleben:  Excused

Director / Walter Hnatiuk:  Regarding National Cups, Hnatiuk reported that he had helped David as much as I could and he did a good job.
Director / Tony Gojcaj:  Gojcaj said that he will do his best on the MSA board, but hopes that the Board understands that he has many other commitments.  He is happy to be involved at the state level.
REPORTS OF COMMITTEES

Rules Committee: No report.
Disciplinary Committee / Nick Radu: Radu thanked the members who had attended tonight’s disciplinary hearings.  Three hearings were held, two involved the same game.  Because the season is nearing completion, the suspension for all three players will result in their being unable to play for the remainder of the year.  Ciraulo asked why the referees were not present at the hearing.  Radu appreciates the problem with all volunteers including referees with limited time.  The decision can be made without anyone present based on the paperwork.  Mengel advised that referees have been invited in the past but when they attend are not seated at the same table as the players and coaches.  Gojcaj said that it would be good to have a referee present to answer questions from the committee members.  Mengel also noted that Radu was doing a good job on the USASA budget committee.
National Cup Competition / Gerhard Mengel: The Carpathia Kickers are the Region II Amateur Men’s champions and will progress to the National Finals in Philadelphia July 31-August1.  On Sunday, July 11, Detroit United will play Kansas to determine the champion of the National Cup Regional Men’s Open Cup.

Hall of Fame / Jack Ciraulo: Ciraulo had to cancel the Hall of Fame meeting due to the Disciplinary Hearing being scheduled at the same time.  The Hall of Fame tickets will be $45 in advance and more at the door.  The DJ will cost $300.  The tickets have been drafted by Pugliese who will print them and staple them in packs of 10.  Applications for the Hall of Fame inductees are needed; only two have been received with the deadline being August 1.  The committee members will contact the nominees.  

Diversity Committee:  Discussion about the focus of the committee.  Pugliese noted that the MSA had assisted the Pontiac Alumni Association in securing a grant from the World Cup ’94 funds.  Lisa Webber said that she would be interested in working with the PAA.

LEAGUE REPORTS 

Great Lakes Women’s Soccer League / Lisa Weber:  Weber said that there were position changes on the Board.  This is their first year with GotSoccer and it appears to be a good program for coaches, managers and players.

Michigan Premier Soccer League / Phil Murphy:  Murphy said that MPSL was proud to have to the two finalists in the GMSC.  One is going to the National Cup Amateur Men’s Finals (Carpathia Kickers); the other is going to the USSF Men’s Open Cup (Detroit United).

Michigan United Soccer League / Harold Kirkwood: The Founders’ Day will be Sunday August 8th at Croatia Park.   He asked that the MSA and leagues support the event by placing an ad in the booklet.  The ads are $100-$200.  The MUSL will be placing an ad in the MSA Hall of Fame program.  
Metro Detroit Soccer League / Walter Hnatiuk:  Hnatiuk noted that MDSL has had no referee assaults or abuse this year.  However, he is upset by the manner in which the referees complete the game reports.  They fail to report injuries if a player returns to a game – an injury which may end up requiring a treatment.  Radu suggested that MDSL identify poor referees to the assignor to make the problem known.  Murphy (MPSL) asks Joe Pratico to assign referees to lower games and tells managers to make sure that all injuries are recorded on the game report.
NEW BUSINESS 
Milan vs Panathinaikas – Friday, August 6th at the Silverdome.  Mengel asked that all leagues promote this event.  He distributed posters and informational materials.  Box seating may be available to the officers.  Information will be provided when received.

GOOD OF THE GAME
Radu – Facebook group “Detroit Soccer” posts pickup games.  Unaffiliated games, the group supports the Bucks.

Weber – GLWSL now has a recreational over-40 women’s division that plays 8v8.

Ciraulo – Time Magazine had an article that stated the United States market has the most participation in soccer in the world.
