APPROVAL OF AGENDA 
Agenda approved with additions.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
MOTION: Made by Murphy seconded by Ciraulo to approve the minutes as written. Motion carried.
REPORTS OF OFFICERS 
President / Gerhard Mengel:  Mengel reported he has been very busy with the audit and the USASA Mid Year meeting he attended in Philadelphia and was not able to prepare a report for October but will have a written report of the meeting at the November Board meeting.
Vice President / Nick Radu: Radu attended the USASA Mid year meeting and gave a brief overview of the Insurance changes. The new coverage is double what it was to $10,000 per accident and for an additional $2.75 per player it can be increased to $25,000. The additional coverage is only available on a whole league basis. The deductable is $400; this is not medical insurance; it is insurance to help cover your expenses that are not covered by any other insurance. The carrier changed to Chrtis. The process to file a claim has not changed. The National will be July 13 – 17, 2011, in Bowling Green Kentucky; Veterans Cup July 5-10, 2011 in Sanford, Florida; Donnelly Cup TBD.  There is a move to establish an Indoor competition February 19-21, 2011 in Pittsburgh Pennsylvania; they are trying to roll out an indoor structure in combination with Futsal, a company that has been organizing some Indoor competition already.  The Women’s Cup is Sept 3-5, 2011 in Atlanta Georgia. New registration process they believe it will be ready mid summer 2011.  The long debates were about changing the governance to a more regional base and discussion by some states that want to be able to opt out of the insurance coverage. The referee will be held accountable for assuring the injured player has an ID card. 
Treasurer / Dyann Pugliese: Pugliese attended the USASA Mid Year Meeting. There is an organization named U3SA, the softball association. Many leagues are registering with them, there is no insurance associated but the states that are not interested in the insurance ar. looking to register there. On the Field insurance there is an addendum that it does not apply Massachusetts, they have a mandatory state wide health insurance.  The registration program looks good to her except it requires a phone number and email address she doesn’t think they really need.  

Pugliese distributed a treasurer’s report. The cash basis reporting makes it looks like we have a lot more money that last month. We received $45,000 in August. One league underpaid the amount owed and she still has that check.  Mengel stated that Wheeler will report on the status of the audit and clarify why the balance does not reflect the true state of affairs. Dillon asked why the money owed to USASA is still in our account since it was due by August 31, 2010. Pugliese informed the Board that since the money was turned in at our deadline we missed the USASA’s deadline. The only money paid to the USASA was that money for registrations paid was for the leagues that paid prior to August. In the past the MSA paid in advance for the leagues so the teams could play in the National Cup competitions. The Association has decided not to pay in advance for leagues that have not sent in their registration fees. The only leagues that have sent in their rosters are MPSL, MDSL, BSL and PYSA. Since we had the same problem last year it looks like we already paid for the summer when in reality we are a year behind. Any money paid after the August 31, 2010 deadline will count towards the 2011 season. We have not received any registrations form APDL.  Our By-Laws require that the registrations be paid with-in 14 days of start of games. The MASL did not affiliate or register any players this year, when we learned they were playing games the referees were informed that none of the games for non-affiliated leagues counted toward their advancement and would not be subject to support in case of abuse or injury. At that point the referees would not take those assignments and the MASL chose to affiliate.
The Leagues in Good Standing are AASA, BSL, GLWSL, GPL, KASL, LA, MASL, MDSL, MMMSL, MPSL, MUSL, PYSA, SEMPSL, WMSL and AAPDL- not in good standing. 
Corresponding Secretary / Jack Ciraulo:   Ciraulo no report.
Recording Secretary / Cindy Dillon:  No report.
State Referee Administrator / Carols Folino: Folino reported they certified 5300 in 2010 and are beginning to schedule recertification for 2011. He attended the USASA Mid Year meeting. They are trying to find ways to improve the level of refereeing for the adult games. Unfortunately the meeting was controlled by two states that are not as organized as Michigan. Kirkwood asked Folino if it was possible for the MUSL to again schedule referee certification classes and hoped that those who attended could be assigned more games in the future. It was agreed they would do the classes again.  
State Coach / Chris Corteg:  No report.

Hall of Fame / Jack Ciraulo: Ciraulo reported that there dinner is this Saturday. There were a few occurrences where the follow thru was lacking, they will work to improve that for the next event. Radu suggested that those submitting ads remember that we don’t have a professional to get their artwork prepared so it needs to be camera ready.  We may have a group showing up at the door due to Mr. Dugans influence in the soccer community. 
Diversity Committee:  No activity.    
LEAGUE REPORTS 

Great Lakes Women’s Soccer League:  Dillon stated the end of season bowling party/fundraiser and it went well. The season is finished. They have one disciplinary issue to be handled. 
Michigan Premier Soccer League / Phil Murphy:  Murphy reported they have wrapped up their season. They will be having an awards banquet December 3, 2010 and the board is welcome to attend. The AGM will be on January 30, 2011.  
Michigan United Soccer League / Kirkwood: This is the last of their season. They started with 99 adult teams and ended with 97. They have some disciplinary issues to complete.    
Metro Detroit Soccer League / Altesleben: Altesleben stated that the MDSL is hibernating. 
UFINISHED BUSINESS 
Audit:  Wheeler was present to discuss that status of the audit. Wheeler apologized for the delay. Some of the challenges arise from the timing associated with the collection of the dues and the payment of the dues to the USASA.  He distributed an example of how the uneven dates affect the accounting. Wheeler stated that cash basis record keeping was definitely not the correct method to use. He suggests we consider making some changes to prevent further confusion. Radu suggested closing the books August 31, and using those numbers to report for finances and votes at the November AGM; players registered after August will be counted toward the following year voting strength. Wheeler can’t trace a player from league to MSA to USASA because those records are not open to him. Timing and figures can be reconciled but not certified. The leagues will have to be held to the dates in the by laws in order to allow us to keep current with USASA.  Dillon said she felt returning to the asset and liabilities form of accounting would work if a registrar report was distributed on a regular basis. Discussion regarding what was the correct thing to do with the money from spring summer 2010, since some of the leagues didn’t pay until August 31, 2010 and USASA returned the check since it was past their final date. Mengel asked how we should proceed to correct the situation we are in. Wheeler suggested that now is the time to correct it and use the August 31, 2010 end date for the voting and stop the financial flow mid October. Wheeler also suggested having all reports written and distributed prior to the meeting. Radu requested Wheeler give us a written report of how we should move forward from here. Wheeler intends to have the audit done by the AGM. 
November 10, 2005:  Kirkwood proposed that the Board recognize that the action taken on November 10, 2005 was out of the prevue of the By Laws. At that meeting von Oettinger was put out of the MSA, upon further review by the MUSL they determined that action was not within the Boards right to do. 
MOTION made by Kirkwood seconded by Radu to recognize that the action taken to remove Helmut von Oettinger from the MSA Board was not within the prevue of the board to do. Motion failed. 
Radu also noted that at the AGM he presented his resignation and the board accepted that. Ciraulo stated that he felt that we should also investigate the rules of USASA and USSF. He also recounted that when the MUSL accepted him on their board the MSA requested he send an apology to the Board. To his knowledge that has not been completed.  Dillon expressed concern that the MUSL actions have given his acceptance and allows him to proceed without being held accountable for his behavior. Mengel read a letter he sent to MUSL President Cook regarding the demand by the MUSL to reopen the Hall of Fame inductee nominations to re-evaluate von Oettinger’s application. 
NEW BUSINESS 
AASA AGM:  Pugliese commented she really enjoyed herself at the AASA’s AGM. It was the best she has ever been to.

Adjournment:  The meeting was adjourned at 9:52 PM.   The next meeting is scheduled for 7:30 pm on November 11, 2010 at the Ultimate Soccer Arenas in Pontiac.
